Objective: 


1. To help students realize that love, life and sex is under the governance of natural law and abuses in these areas could have long-term serious consequences.

2. To help students to appreciate their infinite intrinsic value and dignity as a human being which is not based on superficial values like looks, and possessions etc.  

3. To help students to understand that if they wish to have a happy life, they need to appreciate their sexuality and preciousness of life.

Game A: We are still the same

2 students required

Equipment mask, chair,

1. Ask someone to sit and stand on a chair to show.

3. Ask the person who she is when she is sitting or standing

4. Show others that we are the same person whether we are shorter or taller

5. Ask someone to wear a funny mask and ask repeated who she is before and after wearing a mask

6. Show others that even if we look different we are still the same person
7. The game is to show that a embryo which is very small or looks different is an human being and have great intrinsic value
Game B:  The intrinsic value of an human embryos

1. Have a One side of an one thousands dollar bill copied ( A-4 size)

2. Fold up the copy to a small size and ask the students how much the worth is.

3. Talk to the bill and say “ It is only a one hundred dollars bill”
4. Ask students the value of the copied bill.

5. This is to show that whatever we call the embryo and whether he has right to live or not is still a person with intrinsic value
